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1 Prepare Insta-Mold according to package directions for an average strength mold.

2 Optional: Press braid/trim into edge and 3-D momentos near top and sides - If using them.

3 Working from the center out - have each family member press hand(s) down into the Insta-Mold and hold hand in rehearsed
position as the next and the next members add theirs. Hold the position until the mold is firm - just a minute or 2. Giggling at
this point is to be expected.

4 Carefully remove your hands- one at a time. Then remove any additional materials you had in your mold.

5 Optional: Spray the interior of your mold with Bubble B Gone to ensure a smooth surface without surface bubbles or pin holes.

6 Mix the casting material of your choice according to package directions.

7 Pour into your mold. Mix and add more if you find you need more to achieve the depth desired.

8 Gently tap pan against work surface several times to cause any trapped bubbles to come to the surface. Optional: Imbed
opened paper clips or wire loops with twisted ends as hangers as casting material begins to set.

9 Clean up materials used so far while casting material sets. DO NOT POUR INSTA-MOLD OR CASTING MATERIAL
REMAINS INTO DRAINS. IT WILL CLOG PIPES. Discard wash water as well as scrap material in the trash.

10 Invert your cast piece and mold onto a newspaper covered surface.

11 Slowly, lift the mold away from the casting to reveal your Family Portrait.

12 Allow the cast piece to dry completely before choosing to apply paint or other finishes.

Put your mold back into the pan, if you want to cast another piece from it. If you are going to re-use the mold - 
but not right away, put it into a sealable plastic bag to prevent drying. If it will be several days - refrigerate. Mark the
back of your cast piece with a date and names for future reference.

Every Mom has a hand print of her kid's that is treasured. This project takes your precious memory one step further - to a true
family heirloom. Make more than one, so you can each have a "copy" or set a new family tradition: cast a new portrait, every year.
Be sure to note the date and who's-who on the back of each casting.

PROJECT TIME: Total- Under 30 minutes, plus drying time. Project Level; Easy to Sophisticated.

MATERIALS: Insta-Mold; PermaStone, Fast Cast or Art Plaster; water. 

EQUIPMENT: Mixing containers; whisk or spatula; Flat pan- 9x13 recommended. Newspapers to cover work area for
easy clean up.

OPTIONAL: Paints and brushes; 3-D momentos- like shells from your trip to the beach; braid or other trims; Bubble B
Gone. 2 large paper clips or some wire.

DIRECTIONS: Gather all materials and prepare work space, covering the surface with newspapers. Read directions thorough-
ly before you begin. Rehearse where you will be placing the hands before you prepare the Insta-Mold. . Hands can be open or closed -
cupped around each other - experiment, together. If you want to see how your hands will look - hold them up in front of a mirror.
